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Summary of Public Engagement

To date, the following results have been achieved: 

• Total surveys completed 5,195
• 13, 021 visits to www.johnsonstreetbridge.com, with 

9,922 unique visitors
• 3, 491 online surveys collected 
• 184 email responses
• 1,574 paper surveys collected from outreach events 

and displays (copies are attached)
• Contact with an estimated 2,200 citizens in person at 

roughly 35 events and presentations, 
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Summary of Public Engagement

Total Surveys 5,195
• Cable Stayed Bridge – 49.5% (2572 respondents)
• Rolling Bascule Bridge – 36.3% (1885 respondents)
• Reverse Bascule Bridge – 5.2% (269 respondents)
• Other – comment only and including multiple choices 

– 9% (469 respondents)
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Citizens’ Advisory Committee Comments

• Ability to walk through “wheel”

• Aesthetics of Rolling Bascule – representation 
of circle / wheel as a transportation facility

• Engineering efficiency / uniqueness
• Rolling Bascule lift mechanism more apparent 

and simplistic

• Cable-stayed towers and counterweight deck 
impact a larger area

• Cable-stayed concept more common design
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Citizens’ Advisory Committee
Recommendation:

The CAC unanimously recommends to Council the 
Rolling Bascule Bridge as the Preferred Design 
Concept for Council’s deliberation.  

This concept was selected due to its:

•Aesthetics
•Unique design
•Efficiency
•Consistency with the “spirit” of the existing bridge
•Ability to walk through the “wheel”
